Week 25, 19" June — 25™ June 2023

¢ Influenza proportion positive in paediatric patients decreased this week but remains above levels
historically observed at this time of year.

e PathWest detected 186 influenza cases in paediatric patients. Of these, 133 were influenza A/H1,
25 influenza B, 21 influenza A yet to be subtyped and 7 influenza A/H3.

e Other common respiratory viruses detected in paediatric patients this week were RSV (88 cases),
adenovirus (27 cases), rhinovirus (18 cases) and SARS-CoV-2 (17 cases).

e RSV proportion positive remains below levels historically observed at this time of year.

Please note: Due to the escalation of rapid PCR testing, the number influenza and RSV positive samples which do not receive a subtyping test

has increased.

Influenza proportion positive (31.4%) was higher than the historic median (2.2%) for this week. RSV
proportion positive (16.3%) was lower than the historical median (30.8%) for this week. Other respiratory
virus detections were higher than the historic median for this week. These detections were predominantly
adenovirus, rhinovirus and parainfluenza viruses. Testing for these viruses is currently higher than it has

been in previous years.

Of the 185 paediatric influenza cases this week, 79 were from the Metro area, 56 were from the Southwest,
16 were from the Midwest, 14 were from the Pilbara, 8 were from the Kimberley, 6 were from the
Goldfields, 4 were from the Great Southern and 2 were from the Wheatbelt.

Of the 88 paediatric RSV cases this week, 75 were from the Metro area, 5 were from the Southwest, 3 were
from the Midwest, 2 from each of the Great Southern and Pilbara and 1 from the Wheatbelt.
